
 

Virginia state law requires dog owners to license their dogs within 90 days of their initial 
rabies vaccination, and annually thereafter. Effective July 1, 2007, all veterinarians in Virginia 
are required by law to submit a copy of all canine rabies certificates to the treasurer in the 
county where the practice is located.  
 
Caring Hands Animal Hospital is located within Fairfax County so we will be providing rabies 
certificate information for all canine rabies vaccinations given on or after July 1, 2007 to the 
Fairfax County Department of Tax Administration.  If you reside outside of Fairfax County, 
the rabies information will be forwarded by Fairfax County to your county of residence.   
 
If you do not license your dog within 90 days of vaccination, you may receive a bill from the 
Treasurer’s Office of the county in which you reside. Current Fairfax County licensing fees are 
$10 for all dogs.  
 
The information on the rabies certificate will be accessible only to the Fairfax County 
Treasurer's office and to public health officials. Your dog's information (including 
breed) will not be accessible to insurance companies or the general public.
